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Lots going on in the harbor. We expect two new 

vessels this month. Gradually we are 

repopulating the slips with great new members. 

You may have noticed that electrical supply to B 

and C docks has been repaired. This repair 

ensures consistent supply of power to our most 

populated docks. Mike is now working on B 

Dock to repair and rebuild sections of the 

walkway and some of the fingers.

We are planning to repair the gangway to A dock 

soon.
